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The main agricultural products are: wheat, rice, oil, wine, vegetables 
and fruit. Livestock includes cattle, pigs, sheep and goats. Fishing is 
not particularly developed. Mineral and energy resources are scarce. 
Italy is one of the ten industrial powers in the world, although 
the production has decreased since 2008. There are all types 
of industries: manufacturing of cars, industries that transform 
agricultural and livestock products into packaged food, and others 
that make items of clothing. 
Part of the industrial and handcraft production is highly esteemed all 
over the world: the products are called Made in Italy. 
Many workers of the tertiary sector work in trade and tourism. 
In fact, the historic and artistic wealth of cities such as Venice, 
Florence, Rome, Naples and Palermo, the beauty and variety 
of the landscapes and of the small hill villages make Italy 
an international tourist attraction. 
Together, the three economic sectors produce national wealth. Those 
who come to Italy to work contribute to this wealth.
